The claimant filed his motion for an order nunc pro tunc on April 10, 2006.  Defendant filed its response to claimant’s motion on April 11, 2006. 

The undersigned issued a decision in this case on April 5, 2006.  In that decision, on page 10, the undersigned found claimant sustained a 20 percent loss of earning capacity or industrial disability.  The order, found on page 11 of the decision, required defendant to pay claimant 200 weeks of permanent partial disability benefits.  The latter was a scrivener’s error.  The order should reflect defendant is to pay claimant 100 weeks of permanent partial disability benefits. 

Given the above, the order should read as follows:

That defendant shall pay claimant one hundred (100) weeks of permanent partial disability benefits at the rate of three hundred thirty-eight ($338.00) commencing on December 30, 2005.  

The decision remains the same in all other respects.
