This matter is on remand from the Iowa District Court in and for Polk County.  The district court has remanded this matter to the Iowa Division of Workers’ Compensation with an order for the division to enter an order nunc pro tunc to include social security disability off-set language within the terms of the prior settlement approved by this division.  The remand is ordered following the division’s appeal decision of April 2, 2013 in which the division determined an order nunc pro tunc was unavailable as a remedy as the language would be a new term to the settlement and not a drafting error in the approval process.  Therefore, upon order of the district court, the joint motion for order nunc pro tunc filed with the division on March 14, 2012 is approved and the prior settlement is therefore modified as requested.

ORDER

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED upon remand from the district court that the joint motion for order nunc pro tunc filed on March 14, 2012 is APPROVED.  The prior settlement agreement is therefore amended and modified by order nunc pro tunc to include the appropriate social security off-set language as requested by the parties.
