Claimant met his burden of proof to establish injuries out of and in the course of employment and aggravation of disability with respect to degenerative arthritis in the back and cervical stenosis and was awarded forty percent permanent partial disability benefits based on the work restrictions and no work being available with defendant that would meet those restrictions but with no loss of work time prior to disability retirement and no surgical intervention. 

Claimant also established injury to the bilateral arms pursuant to IAC 85.34(2)s.

Claimant was awarded ten percent or 50 weeks of permanent partial disability benefits based upon permanent restrictions with no lost time from work until retirement disability and claimant’s election not to proceed with surgery.  

Penalty benefits were denied because the issue of causation of the neck was at issue amongst physicians and the issue of the connection of the neck injury to the arm injuries was still fairly debatable.
