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Review-reopening was barred by statute of limitations.  Claimant established liability for aggravation injury on January 8, 1997 with 50 percent permanent partial impairment to the right lower extremity established due to severe painful arthritic condition where amputation was suggested.  Employer allowed apportionment of 20 percent permanent disability based on prior review-reopening.  Healing period benefits not awarded where the employer compensated claimant at 100 percent of his prior wage pursuant to union contract.  


Statute of limitation and notice defense was not applicable where the employer alleged the injury occurred in 1995 and claimant alleged a date of injury of January 8, 1997 when claimant first lost time from the aggravation injury.
