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Claimant, who suffered a left arm crush arm injury failed to establish that her injury resulted in any permanent disability.  All medical testing was negative and claimant's continued complaints of pain were not supported by any objective medical evidence.  Additionally, claimant received zero impairment and no work restrictions from either authorized treating physician.  The one physician who did determine claimant had an impairment rating based that on no objective medical evidence, nor on the AMA Guides to the Evaluation of Permanent Impairment.  Thus, claimant took nothing further.
