Claimant, Pamela Selin, appeals from an arbitration decision filed August 2, 2011, in which the presiding deputy commissioner found that as a result of a work injury on December 1, 2007 that claimant sustained a 15 percent loss of her earning capacity.  Claimant asserts that the presiding deputy commissioner erred in limiting as to the extent of loss of earning capacity.  Claimant asserts that the deputy failed to provide sufficient consideration to the impact of claimant’s permanent activity restrictions and ongoing pain.  Defendants, Goodrich Corporation and Broadspire, assert that the decision of the presiding deputy commissioner should be affirmed.  The arguments of the parties have been considered and the record of evidence has been reviewed de novo. 

Pursuant to Iowa Code sections 86.24 and 17A.15, I affirm and adopt as the final agency decision those portions of the proposed arbitration decision filed on August 2, 2011 that relate to issues properly raised on intra-agency appeal without additional comment.

It is further noted that the caption of the arbitration decision lists Broadspire as the insurance carrier for Goodrich Corporation.  Following a review of the administrative file including the employers’ filings it is noted that Broadspire is an adjusting company, not an insurance carrier.  Goodrich Corporation appears to be an alternate corporate name for Delavan, Inc.  For an injury of December 1, 2007 the insurance carrier for Delavan, Inc., d/b/a Goodrich Corporation is Ace American Insurance Company.  It is therefore ordered that the caption is amended as set forth herein.  If the amendment to the caption is not accurate, any party may seek rehearing.  


IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED that the arbitration decision is AFFIRMED.

Claimant shall pay the costs of the appeal, including the preparation of the hearing transcript.
