STATEMENT OF THE CASE

Claimant, Robert McMahon, has filed a petition seeking medical benefits against Central Employment, defendant employer, and an unknown insurance carrier.  The case was scheduled for hearing on May 22, 2000, at 8:30 a.m., at Des Moines, Iowa.  Proper notice of the hearing appears in the agency’s file.  Neither claimant nor defendant employer appeared for the hearing.

ISSUES

Neither party appeared to present issues, although it is clear from the petition that claimant was seeking medical benefits pursuant to Iowa Code section 85.27.

FINDINGS OF FACT

Since no evidence was entered into the record and claimant failed to appear, claimant cannot establish any facts to support his petition for medical benefits.

CONCLUSIONS OF LAW

The issue for resolution as it appears from the petition is whether claimant is entitled to medical benefits pursuant to Iowa Code section 85.27.

The party who would suffer loss if an issue were not established has the burden of proving that issue by a preponderance of the evidence.  Iowa R. App. P. 14(f).

Claimant, by failing to appear for the hearing, failed to establish any factual findings to support his contention that he is entitled to medical benefits.
