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Claimant, a manual production laborer with 24 years experience with the employer, was discharged as a result of work restrictions imposed on a chronic right lateral epicondylitis injury.  Claimant, with limited intellectual function, the lower 25th percentile, and work restrictions prohibiting repetitive use of the right upper extremity above 10 pounds, was found permanently and totally disabled where the employer refused to accommodate claimant’s work restrictions and provide suitable work.  Claimant made diligent efforts to obtain reemployment to no avail and vocational rehabilitation was unsuccessful.
