Claimant filed an application for rehearing in this matter on August 19, 2003.  The basis of the application for rehearing is that the undersigned deputy made no findings, conclusions, or order as regards claimant's entitlement to healing period benefits. 

Claimant is correct.  Findings, conclusions, and an order were neither made nor entered because the parties filed and the undersigned approved a hearing report at the time of hearing in which the parties stipulated that claimant was off work from February 16, 2001 through March 20, 2001, and that if defendants were liable for the injury of February 16, 2001, claimant would be entitled to benefits for this interval.  In the arbitration decision, defendants were found liable for the injury of February 16, 2001.  Defendants, therefore, are obligated to honor the stipulation they entered into in the hearing report of June 26, 2003.

While the undersigned, therefore, does not believe that an order in this regard is necessary, nevertheless, she shall enter one. 

Therefore, it is ordered that defendants shall pay claimant healing period benefits at the rate of $158.20 from February 16, 2001 through March 20, 2001. 

It is further ordered that defendants shall pay accrued amounts in a lump sum and pay interest pursuant to section 85.30.
