An arbitration decision was filed in the aforecaptioned case on April 25, 2006.  On May 11, 2006, claimant, by and through his attorney, filed a motion for rehearing.

Upon review of the motion for rehearing, it has come to the attention of the undersigned, that a mistake was made with respect to page 7 paragraph 2.  The paragraph should read:

Defendants agree to compensate claimant for the mileage he incurred to travel to and from his medical providers.  Claimant is also requesting payment for certain other medical charged he incurred.  The charges are detailed in claimant’s “Unpaid Medical Treatment Expenses.”  The expenses are attached to the hearing report.  Defendants, at the commencement of the hearing, agreed to pay for the attached medical expenditures in the amount of $550.50.

The order should now read as follows:

ORDER

THEREFORE, IT IS ORDERED:

Defendants shall pay unto claimant, one hundred twenty-five (125) weeks of permanent partial disability benefits at the stipulated weekly benefit rate of four hundred seventy-two and 52/100 dollars ($472.52) per week and commencing from May 3, 2005.

Accrued benefits shall be paid in a lump sum, together with interest as allowed by law.

Defendants shall take credit for all benefits previously paid, including any overpayments made.

Defendants shall pay unto claimant medical mileage charges incurred by claimant and $550.50 in medical expenses as provided pursuant to Iowa Code section 85.27.

Costs, as allowed by law are assessed to defendants.

Defendants shall file all requisite reports in a timely manner.

All other portions of the arbitration decision shall remain the same.
