This matter is on remand from the Iowa Court of Appeals from a judicial review decision filed on June 12, 2013 in which the court affirmed the findings of the Iowa Division of Workers’ Compensation as to causation of a significant work injury following a fall from a roof but reversed the division’s taxation of costs associated with claimant’s long-distance phone call which was incurred during the arbitration hearing in this matter.  The Iowa Court of Appeals has held that there is no provision allowing the deputy commissioner or the commissioner to tax the costs of claimant’s telephonic testimony to defendant-employer and has therefore remanded the case for an order taxing the costs of the long-distance phone call to claimant.  It is so ordered.

ORDER

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED upon REMAND that the costs of the long-distance phone call incurred during the arbitration hearing in this matter is taxed to claimant.
