Multiple injury dates were pled with multiple defendants.  From a medical point of view, these were not complicated cases.  The first employer caused the separate injuries.  Medical testimony indicated the second employer exacerbated the conditions caused by the first employer.  There were separate injuries to the upper extremities.  However, from a procedural point of view, these cases were difficult to determine which defendants were liable for which benefits, and the extent of those benefits.  Second Injury Fund Benefits were also awarded for amounts in excess of the scheduled losses.  The second employer was ordered to designate an authorized treating physician within 21 days of the filing of the decision.  The second employer was also ordered to pay 2 weeks of penalty benefits pursuant to section 86.13 of the Iowa Code.
