Claimant filed a petition in review-reopening attempting to relitigate a previously determined issue of causal connection.  Claimant may not use a review-reopening form to relitigate a previously determined issue.  Claimant failed to establish any change in his condition related to his original work injury, particularly in light of the fact that claimant had not worked for defendant employer for four years at the time of his original arbitration petition and now has not worked for defendant employer for over eight years.  Claimant has had numerous intervening jobs during that time, all of which have aggravated his shoulder condition, as is evidenced by his filing of workers' compensation claims against post-employers.  Claimant took nothing.
