Claimant, Luz Flores, Widow and Surviving Spouse of Rafael Flores, appeals from an arbitration decision filed June 19, 2012, in which the presiding deputy commissioner found that claimant sustained a permanent partial disability to his right lower extremity but had failed to prove such a permanent partial disability resulting from shoulder injuries prior to his death.  Claimant asserts that the presiding deputy commissioner erred in failing to find claimant sustained a permanent disability to his bilateral shoulders.  Self-insured defendant, Tyson Foods, Inc., asserts that the finding of the presiding deputy commissioner should be affirmed on appeal.  The arguments of the parties have been considered and the record of evidence has been reviewed de novo. 

Pursuant to Iowa Code sections 86.24 and 17A.15, I affirm and adopt as the final agency decision those portions of the proposed arbitration decision filed on June 19, 2012 that relate to issues properly raised on intra-agency appeal without additional comment.

ORDER


IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED that the arbitration decision of June 19, 2012 is AFFIRMED.

Claimant shall pay the costs of the appeal, including the preparation of the hearing transcript.
