Claimant awarded 90 percent industrial disability after he sustained a fall which resulted in lumbar innerbody fusion with Ray cages and Gill laminectomy at L5-6, an open reduction and internal fixation of a right hip fracture and later surgery to remove the hardware, surgical repair of a right wrist fracture, and surgical repair of a left tear of the medial meniscus.  Claimant has impairment ratings from 33 to 11 percent for various body parts.  The claimant has serious work restrictions, the most credible of which prevent him from ever returning to work as a laborer.  Claimant had been employed for 20 years and now is prevented from engaging in any of the types of work that he previously performed.
