Claimant awarded 55 percent industrial disability with lifting restrictions of 15 to 17 pounds on a continuance basis.  Claimant earned $17.00 per hour and averaged $50,000 per year as a wage.  At the time of hearing claimant was unemployed and had been unable to obtain reemployment at a comparable wage for six weeks notwithstanding diligent efforts.  Claimant was deemed an extremely credible witness. 


Claimant’s weekly benefit rate was calculated based upon weeks preceding the injury.  Claimant’s assertion that a workweek which occurred subsequent to the date of injury should be included for calculation of the 13 weeks preceding the injury was held inappropriate.
